IV. Proposals for the meeting in Lviv

The structure of the workshops in Konstanz and in Valencia turned out as
appropriate for the project handling, therefore in Lviv a similar formal structure should be applied.

‐ Structure: a theoretical, a discussion and an excursion part (for
example schools, training centers…)
‐ Presentations from the Ukrainian partners about the new results
‐ Discussion of further steps and dates of meetings
‐ Monitoring (arrangement with the National Agency)
‐ Valencia presents a timetable and program for the lecture seminar in
Kiev, so there is a possibility to give feedback to this.

V. First seminar for teaching staff in Kiev
It´s important to specify what will be the topics for the first lecture seminar
until mid of April.

Suggestions:
‐ Student motivation
‐ Professionalization in teacher education
‐ Becoming a teacher in Germany/Austria

Number of persons: approx. 30 participants (5 from NAPS, 5 from IFNUL, 4 from PNU and rest from KNEU – in the case of Kyiv lecturers and vocational teachers from Kiev possible).

Suggested structure:
‐ Three blocks per day, 120 min. each
‐ One input from Konstanz (country specific)
‐ One input from Austria (country specific)
‐ Didactical input from Valencia (one group with Joan and one group with
Fernando, both with a similar content)

Tasks:
a. Konstanz creates a certificate or diploma for the participants of the
seminar for teaching staff
b. KNEU organizes the seminar and may ask the other Ukrainian
institutions when they need help
c. KNEU organizes Ukrainian interpreters for the sessions

VI. Registration of the project in Ukraine:
The translation will be ready in two to four weeks. Then we will be able to start the tendering procedure concerning the equipment.

VII. Accreditation of new study programs:
Ivano-Frankivsk does not need an accreditation, neither KNEU. In the case of Lviv it should be discussed/clarified whether IFNUL needs to accredit a new program. At the moment, they consider the new study plan as an experiment.
