	Objectives: The course “The EU’s Subnational Dimension” aims at providing students with better understanding of the EU’s subnational level, immerse in both the theory and advanced EU’s practices and highlight the opportunities for reinforcing the cooperation with the EU by involving more actively subnational actors from Ukraine. 
The course has been supported by the EU’s Jean Monnet Program (Erasmus +).

Intended capabilities: It provides students with more accurate, unbiased and comprehensive knowledge on the EU’s subnational related aspects. The course helps to prepare students for their future professional life, provide them with specific skills and competence, and encourage taking into account the EU factor not only on state-, but also on subnational level. The course will also develop a critically informed perspective on the implications for Ukrainian regions in the context of the relationship with the European Union. 
 
Description.

This is a specialized interdisciplinary course and intended for graduate students who are interested in deepening their knowledge on the European Union. It plans to overcome the prevailing emphasis on both the supranational and national levels within the EU by focusing on regional authorities.

The course is designed as a combination of lectures and practical seminars. Students will be given the opportunity to participate in the workshop where they will get the practical knowledge on dealing with EU-related projects. Thus, civil servants, potential employers and representatives of local non-governmental organizations will be reached through workshops and roundtables.
The course covers the following topics: Region, Regionalism and Regionalisation: overview of concepts and approaches; Regions in the European Union; Historical Perspective of Regional Construction in Central and Eastern Europe; Regionalization as a Part of the EU’s Accession Strategy; EU Regional Policy in CEE Countries (Case study – Hungary and Poland); Europeanization and EU's partner countries; Subnational dimension of the EU Neighborhood Policy; “EU’s factor” and the subnational dimension in Ukraine; Ukraine-EU Cross-border Cooperation.

Objectives: provides with knowledge and skills concerning to the applications of norms of European Law about functioning of the internal market.

Intending Capabilities: orientation in the basic acts that regulate the internal market in European Union; to know and to understand the special terms using in legal acts of European Union; to work with the legislation that regulates free movement of goods, persons, services and capitals within European Union; to analyze the decisions of European Court of Justice in the cases concerning to the internal market.

Description. Here is observed the common provisions concerning to the internal market of European Union, especially about free movement of goods, persons, services and capitals. More in detail is discovered juridical acts that regulate internal market, concept of the internal market, the main principles of the internal market, and Ukrainian perspectives in this area. Determined the principle of free movement of goods including items about the duties, charges, and taxes and, certainly, quantitative restrictions. Objectives: The aim of the course is to form the knowledge on the European Union Neighbourhood Policy, its origins, instruments, legal framework and peculiarities as to the realisation as well as to develop the practical skills regarding the application of the European Neighbourhood Policy instruments within the domestic systems of the countries involved with the special attention toards Ukraine

Intended capabilities: To identify key concepts in the EU Neighbourhood Policy, as well its legal framework; To understand the legal framework of the EU Neighbourhood Policy; To determine the content of Eastern Partnership, Mediterranean Partnership and the Black Sea Synergy concepts, and to analyze their

achievements and disadvantages; To identify the main issues in the bilateral relations between the EU and its neighbouring countries, as well the impact of the EU member states’policies on the content of the bilateral relations on the case-to-case basis; To develop the research skills on the basis of the analysis of the efficiency criteria for the EU Neighbourhood Policy; To develop the critical thinking; To develop the ability to analyze the core concepts and reflect on their importance; • To improve writing skills with regard to the composition of essays; To develop the presentation skills..


Description. Focused on the EU’s relations with its neighbours, in this course students will develop their understanding of the EU as both a regional and an international actor. The underpinning rationale for the EU’s European Neighbourhood Policy (ENP) was the desire to eliminate divisions between Europe and its neighbours and to ensure prosperity and security for all. This course evaluates the extent to which these objectives have been achieved and the issues which have led to success or failure for the ENP to date. Key issues that will be identified and examined for their impact upon the ENP relate to policy areas such as energy, trade and security but also include questions of identity and normativity. The scope and limitations of the EU’s policies with its neighbours will be examined and students will identify and assess those issues which explain the gap between the articulation of policy objectives and the successful achievement of them

Intended capabilities: enhancing the skills of students in developing and applying policies and standards in conformity with principles of international law; developing a  positive attitude among participants towards the protection of  human rights.

Description.  Actuality of this course  is connected with strengthening attention of international society to the problems of the protection of human rights.As the result the students  provide the theoretical knowledge and practical abilities, get   fundamental knowledge on the theory of this question, the historical background of this problem , receive skills of legal investigation of basic documents on this question . An appropriate attention is concentrate on comparative analysis of  legal acts on human rights of the states towards International Law.  Special aim of this course is to investigate the mechanisms of the regional systems of the protection of human rights The main international documents to investigate are UN Statute, Universal Declaration on Human Rights 1948, Human Rights Pacts 1966, several other agreements concerning   genocide , apartheid, racial discrimination, women and child rights etc. 
Human Rights law course contains materials about the legal framework that supports the protection of human rights in general as imperative international law principle, special categories of individuals,  universal and regional level also.  Thematic sessions of the studying programme include the following questions: the role of human rights in history of mankind, formation of the Human Right Law, the Role of international organizations in functioning human rights mechanisms, protection of  human rights on universal level  and in regions(especially in Europe, Africa and America)  .

Intended capabilities: enhancing the skills of students in developing and applying policies and standards in conformity with principles of international law; developing a positive attitude among participants towards the protection of refugees and other uprooted people.
Description. Refugee law course contains materials about the legal framework that supports the international refugee protection regime. It provides the theoretical knowledge and practical abilities for the international law students. Thematic sessions of the studying programme include the following questions: the History of formation of refugee legislation, the Role of UNHCR, the Legal Framework of the International Refugee Protection System, Recognizing Refugees, the International Protection in Practice, Case Study of Refugee Status Determination, Case Study of Protection of Internally Displaced Persons, Security Concerns and Refugee Protection, Ukrainian legal framework on internally Displaced Persons. The 1951 Convention relating to the Status of Refugees was developed and drafted by States. Different learning methods concerning analysis of this Convention and additional Protocol were used to encourage students to apply their acquired knowledge and skills in a practical and pragmatic manner.
