Some film we are going to watch this semester:

With Fire and Sword (1999) by Jerzy Hoffman

The film is based on the novel With Fire and Sword. The story is set in Ukrainian lands of the Crown of the Kingdom of Poland of the 17th century during the Khmelnytsky Uprising 1648-51. Historic events form a framework for an action- and character-driven plot, and fictional characters mingle with historic ones. The movie, conversely to the book, does not finish with the great face-off in the form of the Battle of Berestechko.
Haytarma (2012) by Ahtem Seytablaev
It portrays Crimean Tatar test pilot and Hero of the Soviet Union Amet-khan Sultan against the background of the 1944 deportation of the Crimean Tatars.The title of the film means "Return.
