	Aims and objectives: presentation and analysis of modern methods in theatre studies.

Description:  This course will introduce students to theoretical texts that can shape the questions they ask of sources in theater studies. They will acquire a “toolbox” of analytic frames useful for research in theater, theater criticism, and/or analysis of the contemporary theatrical landscape. Rather than focusing on the aesthetics of theater, or the development of theater studies as a discipline, this focus will be on how these tools—power, taste, place, gender, networks, etc.—help us understand how art is created, funded, managed, and consumed.

Aims and objectives: give an overview of the theory and numerics of optimal control of ODEs and PDEs including applications in different fields; teach students formulate of optimization problems for mathematical models of different types, elaborate numerical algorithms and software (using Matlab/Octave or other SCM) for  solution of optimization problems, analyze received solutions using optimality conditions. 

Description: This course concerns optimization problems of complex systems, governed by ordinary differential equations (ODEs) and partial differential equations (PDEs). Numerical methods for solution of optimization problems, which are based on direct and indirect approaches, are considered. Sensitivity analysis relations in discrete and continuous formulations that are obtained using various methods are presented. A number of applications examples from different fields illustrate the material of this course.
