
From October 23 to November 3, 2023, at the Faculty of Culture and Arts, on the initiative of the Department of Socio-Cultural Management, as part of the project "Creative Industries: European Experience (Eucreat)", which is implemented with the support of the European Union as part of the Jean Monet module of the "Erasmus+" program, there was the Second Autumn School was held, which was a logical continuation of last year's. The goal of the school was to conduct interesting, informative and non-trivial online training for students, from which they can gain knowledge and experience for the implementation of their own creative projects in the future.
The first part of the project's debut day, October 23, was dedicated to getting to know creative industries as an element of Europe's post-industrial development strategy. The lecture was conducted by Oksana Hnatkovych, a professor at the Ivan Franko National University. The next day, October 24, was dedicated to the Ukrainian creative sector. In particular, the associate professor of the Department of Financial Management of the Ivan Franko National University of  Ukraine, Sofia Smolinska, gave a lecture on the use of EU experience in modern trends in the development of the creative sector of Ukraine. On October 25, a lecture on the topic "Creative industries - the interaction of economy, culture and society. Creative industries as a component of children's and youth leisure" was conducted by the acting head of the youth policy department of the development department of the Lviv  City Council, Rostyslav Yunyk. He introduced the students to the practical implementation of European experience in the field of creative industries in the city of Lviv. On October 26, Doctor of Historical Sciences, Associate Professor and Head of the Department of Socio-Cultural Management of the Ivan Franko National University Lyudmila Belinska spoke about the "Large-scale reassessment of the fashion industry. Determining the color type of the personality", where in the practical part, students were able to understand what type they belong to and how to choose the colors of clothes and accessories according to this type. On October 27, the associate professor of the Department of Socio-Cultural Management of the Ivan Franko National University, Nataliya Danilikha, spoke about new opportunities for the development of cultural heritage. During the consideration of the case "Implementation of the latest monument protection strategies in the Czech Republic", which was presented by Iryna Pidgorna, a master's student of the Czech Masaryk University (Brno), there was a lively discussion of the possibilities of using European experience in preserving cultural heritage during the war and returning objects that the occupiers were taken out of Ukraine. students themselves determined how to preserve and develop Ukrainian heritage and proposed their interesting and creative ways to do it.
The next week on October 30 began with a lecture by Natalya Dyadyukh, Candidate of Science in Art History, Associate Professor, Head of the Department of Graphic Design and Art of UAD, "Fine Art as a Phenomenon of the Post-Industrial Era. Contemporary art trends and design concepts". After the lecture, students had the opportunity to go on a guided virtual tour of European museums. As a continuation of the topic, on October 31, the lecture "European experience in the development of the computer and audio-visual sector" was held. Audiovisual culture – challenges of modernity" assistant of the Ivan Franko Department of Theater Studies and Acting; graduate student of the Department of Film Studies of the Kyiv National University of Theater, Cinema and Television named after I.K. Karpenka-Karoy by Iryna Patron. The lecture was followed by a presentation followed by a discussion of "European practices for researching various aspects of media transformations", where students engaged in an active debate and emotionally defended their opinions. On November 1, the lecture "Creation of revitalized zones for the development of sectors of creative industries" was held. The lecture was held by Olga Sych, an associate professor at the Department of Financial Management of the Ivan Franko National University. After the lecture, a practical session was held with the students on the topic of how to create a revitalized space and use the information that they will be able to apply themselves in the future during work. On November 2, senior lecturer of the Department of Musicology and Choral Art of the Ivan Franko National University Olga Kushnirenko held a lecture "Innovation and heredity in music", during which students were able to trace the historical origin and origins of modern music and learn more about the genres and rich heritage of European music and song art . On November 3, students were able to familiarize themselves with European performance at the lecture "Performative art forms. Creative component in the event business", which was held by the director of the "PERSONA GRATA" Holiday Services Agency in Lviv, Mykola Mysyk. Students got acquainted with the possibilities of using in practice the European experience regarding the implementation of ideas of creative industries. Students viewed photos and videos of performances and were able to understand the hidden meaning and multifacetedness of such artistic actions.
November 3 was the final day of our classes at the 2nd Autumn School. On this day, the results were summed up and the listeners' opinions were heard. According to the Registration Form, 71 students attended the school, 0 of them 85.9% are students (https://docs.google.com/forms/d/1DiVWKgUmPXa5T0aZXDXH6eRRr1zX9MTZZhBr9aEOeAQ/edit?ts=651c6cd9#responses). Bachelors, masters and postgraduate students of the Ivan Franko National University of Lviv, Kyiv National University of Culture and Arts, Ukrainian Academy of Printing, National Forestry University of Ukraine, Lviv Professional College of the Fashion Industry KNUTD, PVZ "European University" took part in training during the II Autumn School Lviv Branch, Stavropol Higher Vocational School, Sokal Public Library for Children.
All students and lecturers of the 2nd Autumn School received certificates.
For the organizers of the Fall School, it was very important to get constructive feedback from the students and find out if the school was informative for them, if they liked the format and teaching staff. We were very satisfied with the feedback. This shows that Ukrainians everywhere have the drive to develop, despite the terrible conditions created for us by the enemy. There were problems with the Internet, air alarms were repeated. However, our great desire was to show that we are learning, developing, implementing our plans and moving forward despite the enemy's efforts to stop and intimidate us!
