Total number of staff: approx.4.000 (2.500 teaching & research staff, 1.500 administrative staff)
IFNUL continues holding leading positions in numerous tops. For example, University enters the top four of the higher educational establishments of Ukraine by Scopus ranking 2023 and takes the fourth place among the best Ukrainian universities in THE Times world university Ranking 2023. In UniRank University Ranking 2023, University enters the top five of the higher educational establishments of Ukraine and takes fifth place as well. In another influential world top - QS World University Rankings IFNUL gained a seventh place among Ukrainian universities. According to the latest publication of Webometrics Ranking of World's Universities 2023, Ivan Franko National University of Lviv ranks eleventh among the higher educational establishments of Ukraine.
